(ii)  Locate and pass between two observers

stationed a reasonable distance apart according

to conditions at the time of the test.

2   Give proof of having stalked and studied at least four wild birds

  or animals in their natural state in the open by describing the

  results of their observations, or by producing sketches or

  photographs which they have made.

3   Make at least three plaster casts of the tracks of animals,

  one of which must be wild.
